            MID wins SPIP contract for another year

 MiD was successful in this year’s application to tender for the CAFCASS-           

 funded Separated Parenting Information Programme.                                                     

 We currently run an average of 3 courses per month: one held on a weekday;              

 2 evening sessions and a Saturday morning. 

 MiD is committed to offering spaces to applicants within 4 weeks of receiving      

 documentation from CAFCASS or the Courts. 

 The programme consists of 8 modules run over a 4 hour period and has 

 been designed to meet the needs of parents who are unable to agree 

 contact arrangements post-separation. It is delivered to a mixed group of   

 applicant parents who are in dispute with the aim of reducing conflict and  

 helping children.

 Mediation Information & Assessment Meetings (MIAM's)
 The Pre-Application Protocol takes effect on 6th April. Before an application 
 in family matters can be made to the Court, applicants will be required to            

 contact a family mediation service to find out more about alternative ways of  

 resolving problems. The applicant will be invited to attend a Mediation            

 Information and Assessment meeting either on their own or with the other              

 party. The mediator will explain how mediation works and the benefits of           

 mediation to many people including the relative likely costs of mediation and 
 litigation. Mediation aims to assist and support people communicate not only               

 now but in the future, reducing the scope and intensity of dispute and conflict        

 within the whole family. The mediator will assess the appropriateness of 
 mediation for each case. Our current charges for MIAMs are very competitive           

 with those of other services. If one party is publicly funded, neither party will          

 have to pay for the session.
